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	Maths 
The children will be learning about fractions. They will begin by comparing and ordering unit fractions and move on to non-unit fractions. They will also explore equivalent fractions. A unit on mass and capacity will follow on from this, where they will learn to measure and compare masses, capacity and volume. They will be converting, comparing, adding and subtracting relevant units of measurement.
	Humanities 
As Geographers, we will be learning about the water cycle and the journey of a river. We will also be learning about rivers from around the world and how rivers, seas and oceans have changed the landscape over time. We will explore the impact of flooding.
As historians, we will learn about the history of the Broads and how they were made.

	Science 
As Scientists we will be learning about plants. We will learn what plants need to grow. We will be learning to identify and describe the functions of different parts of a plant and the way water is transported in them. We will also be learning about the life cycle of a plant and seed dispersal.

	English
As writers, we will be using A Big Blue Whale by Nicola Davies as a stimulus for writing an informative article about whales persuading for the protection of the blue whale. We will focus on the use adverbs to express time, place and cause, build an increasing range of sentence structures, organise our writing using heading and sub-headings.
	Art
In Art, the children will  be learning about the painting with scissors technique. We will be inspired by the work of Henri Matisse and will create our own piece of artwork based on our residential trip to How Hill.
	French 
As linguists, we will be learning the names of fruits in French.

	Learning for Life/RE
In Learning for Life, we have been continuing to learn about the Zones of Regulation. 

In RE, we will continue our learning about the Trinity and Christianity.

	PE 
As sportspeople, the children will focus on dodgeball and football. 

	Computing 
In computing, the children will be learning about branching databases. They will use yes/no questions to sort groups of objects. They will also consider real-world applications for branching databases.
	Music
As musicians we will be looking at the music express topic of ‘Sounds and Poetry’.
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
